ST ANNE’S CATHOLIC SCHOOL
UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS

All pupils are expected to wear the regulation uniform (* items only available from John Lewis).
This uniform is expected to be worn both to and from school as well as in school (including shoes).

Years 7-11

e Dark navy blue skirt* — regulation style only, length; knee level to mid-calf only or
Tailored navy blue regulation trousers*; these must not be tight fitting

e Regulation light blue revered collar short sleeved blouse* or
Regulation light blue revered collar long sleeved blouse*

e Regulation dark navy blazer with school badge* and/or
Dark navy blue V-Neck monogrammed regulation school pullover* (cardigans not allowed).

e Black low heeled formal shoes (examples of footwear which are not permitted include but
are not limited to; sandals, canvas shoes, sling-back shoes, ballet shoes, trainers and boots)

e Plain navy blue or black knee-length or ankle socks or
Plain navy blue or black opaque tights. Leggings must not be worn.

e Coats must be removed and placed in lockers once on the school site.

For those pupils who, for religious reasons, wish to cover their heads in school, the head covering
should be plain navy blue and worn without any decoration. The navy blue should match the school
uniform’s navy blue. The final judgement rests with the school.

If parents feel there is a need their daughter to wear anything other than the full uniform, they are to
contact the Headteacher to discuss this further.

Jewellery

e A wristwatch may be worn at the owner’s risk. Smart watches are not allowed in
examinations.

The only jewellery which pupils are allowed to wear is as follows:
e Small plain studs- one per ear lobe, may be worn by girls with pierced ears.

e A small, plain metal cross or crucifix may be worn on a plain metal chain.
e No other piercings are permitted. Retainers or clear jewellery are not permitted under any
circumstances.
e Norings, including signet rings.
e Acrylic / false nails, nail varnish and make up are NOT permitted.
Hair

Hair should be kept neat and tidy and long hair should be tied back — extreme styles, lengths and
unnatural colours for children are NOT permitted.

e Hair ties should be blue, black or natural colour. No other hair accessories are allowed.

The final judgement rests with the school.
